1.
Introduction and Announcements 


Gene Walker convened the meeting at 9:00 a.m. and introduced Arlene Weber, Trading Assistant on E-Bay.

2.
Presentation on internet sales by Arlene Weber, Trading Assistant on E-bay


Arlene advised that she is a registered Trading Assistant on E-Bay since January 1999 and she has the ability to set up a template to promote the Commission for the sale of certain items under “auction”.  She reviewed the process and the approximate percentage of listing fees as the consultant and for E-Bay for services, and suggested that under auction, people are looking for good buys; stated that auctions last a minimum of one day and a maximum of 10 days; also that “wholesale lots” are a resource for decorators.  She explained that upon sale of any item, she provides the packing and sending service, and the buyer pays for shipping.

Upon discussion of selling to decorators, Vince suggested that the Commission sell the lower priced items to the decorators.


Arlene recommended that the Commission visit the E-Bay home page and search by seller under *arose, where she has a “feedback” (sellers reputation) of 341, and has sold nation wide. 

The Commission will continue discussion of using Arlene/E-Bay for services.

Review Commission’s “List of Resources” used as a method of determining pricing for old law books and reproduced maps, and hold discussion on preparing an information package to present to the Board of Supervisors for the sale of reproducible maps, with possible waiver of County Policy

Gene advised that at the last meeting, Director of Finance Don Santoro suggested that the Commission provide a list of resources which shows how pricing is determined.   Sandy passed around the “list of resources” that the Commission has used to determine pricing for maps and old law books (attached).  Also advised that he had called Professor Cullen regarding the sale of a copy of the County’s 1916 map, and gave him a quote of $300, and Sandy e-mailed him as a follow up, and advised him that upon checking the Library of Congress on pricing, the map is now priced at $200 ($180 – map & $20 – shipping); to date there has been no response from Professor Cullen.
Gene and Sandy are still working on the price listing for the old law books.  Upon completion, the Commission will review all documents and prepare a presentation for the Board of Supervisors.

Consider sending letter to area Attorneys regarding sale of old law books 


Upon discussion, it was decided to have Sandy send a letter (attached) to see if there is an interest.  Any inquiries will be brought back to the Commission for discussion and a decision.

Status on Inventory of Maps and other records


Gene advised that all maps that have been moved from the Courthouse basement to the Memorial Hall and that those in the Recorder’s office have been inventoried, and a list will be created from the inventory sheets; also that he has scheduled Buildings & Grounds to move the County’s records from the Museum basement to the Memorial Hall for inventory.


Vince suggested that the Commission members check the old jail for more stored maps.

Other Unscheduled Matters 


Gene brought a framed copied Lithograph of the Declaration of Independence dated 1873, one of eleven in which he suggested that the Commission sell for $50 each, to raise money.  Joanne suggested that the framed Lithograph be offered by raffle at the 4th of July Celebration to be held in Orland, whereby it was decided that Joanne would request authorization from the Board of Supervisors at their July 1st meeting, and seek County Counsel’s opinion, if the sale is allowable.

Discussion was held regarding the concern of where the records, currently be stored in the Memorial Hall, will be moved when the Board of Supervisors move to that location.  Keith advised that that will be in approximately two years.

Vince suggested that the Commission approach the Board in possibly using space at the Hospital to store County records.  Vince advised that he will follow up on this issue.
